The Statement of Preliminary Findings and Conclusions issued on 22 June 2015 
concluded that: “While there was a distinct choice between a range of candidates 
and fundamental freedoms of expression and assembly were generally respected, the 
continued politicization of state institutions undermined the effective administration 
of the electoral process. Overall, election day was assessed positively, but many cases of 
group voting and some important procedural irregularities were observed”.
